SUMMER DANCE CAMPS: 

We have a full slate of Summer Camps happening this Summer and we wanted to get the 
information  to you so that you can start planning on your children’s summer fun!! 



SUMMER BALLET SCHOOL: JUNE 16-JULY 7, 2026 

(4 week session, every Tuesday.) 

4 weeks for Ages 5-18. Children will be placed into groups by their level of ballet.  We will 
accept beginners as well this summer. Classes will meet once a week. Focus will be on skills, 
especially leaps, fouettes, right and left turns so that students can earn laces during the 
summer session. Instructors for this Ballet School are Miss Liz and Miss Viv. Summer 
Ballet will be every Tuesday starting after 4pm. COST IS $130 

TENTATIVE SUMMER TUMBLING CAMP: JUNE 18-JULY 9, 2026  

(4 week session, every Thursday) 

4 weeks of tumbling for ages 3-18, once a week. Tumblers will be placed by skill first and 
experience second.  Youngers students will be placed mostly by age unless they have skills 
that their coaches think can handle harder tumbling classes. Focus for our summer session 
will be repetitive skills so that students can learn the skills they wish most to learn.  
Summer Tumbling will be every Thursday starting after 4pm. We are still working out the 
kinks for summer tumbling and we will have more information on this in the May 
Newsletter. Cost is $130.00. 

SUMMER DANCE CAMP WEEK INTENSIVE: JULY 13-16, 2026 

 Ages 3-18. Children will be placed by age in the youngest classes and then by skill in the 
older classes.  (Your instructors for the past year will be making these decisions.)  
Beginners are also welcome at our Summer Dance Camp. Miss Emma will be here again to 
share her expertise with our summer dancers as well as many of your exceptionally 
talented TMDA instructors, Miss Delaney, Miss Emily, Miss Jordyn, Miss Viv, Miss Mallory, 
and Miss Sadie. We are still waiting to hear from guest  choreographers that we have 
asked to join us and we will update you with this in our May newsletter.  Dancers will be 
instructed in jazz, hip-hop, contemporary, Celtic & Tap (for 9-18 year olds) and skills.

6-8 year olds: 3 classes per day: $220 includes summer camp t-shirt (placed by age)

14+ : 5 classes per day: $355 includes summer camp t-shirt (placed by skill level)

Kelsey has enough to do 
with selling tickets that she cannot be expected to run to the studio every time someone 
needs a supply.  You will have plenty of time to purchase all of the things you need during 
the dates above so please….get all of your supplies then.  

**To those of you who will need nude undergarments:  we have nude bras, underwear, and 
one-piece leotards that all go nicely underneath costumes. Regular bras and sports bras 
are not permitted. Only nude bras are allowed with either nude straps or clear straps.

April 29, 2026: 7:15-?: We will play this by ear …if our April 15th rehearsal goes 
well, we will just do a Full dress rehearsal of Act 2 so that we can start Senior 
Night early.  

**NOTE: It is more important than ever that all Seniors and Youth Cast members 
attend as many of your extra classes as possible from now until recital.   

EXTRA CLASS PRACTICES: 

We have a few classes that are doing  parts of the same song and we will need them to 
practice these two parts together so these groups are going to need to come to the 
following classes:

TICKET DAY: 

Ticket Day is Saturday, April 4, 2026.  Please remember that all tuitions need to be 
paid by Thursday, April 2, 2026 in order to purchase your recital tickets on the 4th.  Please 
make sure you see KELSEY if you are uncertain of your balance.  Ticket Day is for our 
dance and tumbling families only to purchase their advanced tickets before we begin to 
sell them to the general public. Each child can purchase up to 12 tickets on Ticket Day so 
families for example,  with 2 children enrolled in the academy can  purchase 24 tickets on 
Ticket Day.  Tickets on Ticket Day will be $20 each, WITH THE C-PAC $2 SURCHARGE.  
After that they will be $22 (PLUS $2) for an advanced ticket and $25 (PLUS $2) at the 
door. Moms who are in the cafeteria changing their children do not need to purchase 
tickets.  You only need to purchase tickets if you are watching the recital in the 
auditorium.  Moms ARE NOT ALLOWED TO GO BACK AND FORTH FROM THE CAFÉ 
TO THE ADUITORIM TO WATCH THEIR CHILDREN DANCE. All Moms will be able to 
watch their children dance at dress rehearsal. 

 The “Ticket Day Worksheet” is at the end of this Newsletter.  We will have these already 
filled out for you when you arrive on Ticket Day so there is no need for you to print this 
form.

12:15-12:30pm: For people wanting more tickets before they go on sale to the general 
public. If you purchase more at the end of the day, the price is $22.00 PLUS THE $2 
CPAC SURCHARGE. 

*If you have multiple children, you can come purchase all your tickets at the earliest time 
slot that you have a child in.  

** Students who come to TMDA and ONLY tumble will come at the 9:05am time 
slot.  If you are a dancer and a tumbler, you can only purchase your tickets at your 
dance time. 

IF YOU CANNOT MAKE IT TO TICKET DAY: 

Many of you have expressed concern that you cannot make it to ticket day. If that is the 
case, you will need to see KELSEY THIS WEEK during store hours only, to fill out your 
ticket day worksheet. At this time you will need to do the following: Fill out the ticket day 
worksheet, pay your balance, cost of tickets and mandatory $15 per child recital day 



photo fee. You will also look over the CPAC seating chart and pick where you would like 
your seats and KELSEY will do her best to honor your request during your time slot on 
ticket day only. You will then pick up your tickets from KELSEY the following week during 
dance store hours. Again, this is only for people who absolutely cannot make it to 
ticket day due to prior commitments. All other tickets will need to be picked up on April 
4th during your allotted ticket day time slot. Thank you for your cooperation. 

C-PAC SEATING AND SHOW TIME: 

We ask that you make sure to remind the people you buy tickets for that we will be locking 
the doors to C-PAC at 7pm on Friday and Saturday Evenings and then at 2pm on Sunday.  
The doors will reopen briefly after the tumbling program is over, approximately 10 minutes 
into the recital to allow the latecomers into the audience. After this time, the doors will 
remain locked until intermission as we do not want any disturbance for our 
dancers/tumblers nor our audience members. Since we have assigned seats, people tend to 
arrive late or just in the nick of time for our show and then it takes an additional 10 
minutes to seat everyone and our show ends up starting late. Therefore please remind 
everyone to allow themselves enough time to be seated so that we may start our show on 
time.

MINI’S WILL NEED TO BE AT C-PAC 1 HOUR BEFORE EACH PERFORMANCE. MINI’S 
PLEASE BE IN YOUR FIRST COSTUME OF RECITAL FOR THIS.  

3-TROUPE AND COMPANY WILL BE IN CHARGE OF SEATING OUR AUDIENCE 
MEMBERS SO YOU WILL NEED TO BE IN YOUR FIRST COSTUME AND AT C-PAC AN 
HOUR EARLY.  SENIORS DO NOT NEED TO SEAT AUDIENCE MEMBERS. 

4-WE WILL NEED 2 MOMS PER CLASS TO STAY AND HELP CLEAN THE 
CAFETERIA EACH NIGHT.  THIS IS THE ONE THING THAT WE NEED THE MOST 
HELP ON AND WE ALWAYS HAVE THE SAME 5 LADIES STAYING EACH NIGHT.  I 



WILL HAVE A SIGN UP FOR THIS AND PLEASE, WITH 20 OR SO LADIES THERE…IT 
WILL TAKE 15 MINUTES. THANK YOU IN ADVANCE. 

5-CLASS LISTS WILL BE ON THE WALL AT TICKET DAY AND THIS WEEK, PLEASE 
TAKE A MOMENT TO CHECK THESE LISTS TO MAKE SURE WE HAVE YOUR CHILD IN 
THE CORRECT CLASS/CLASSES AND THAT WE HAVE THEIR NAMES SPELLED 
CORRECTLY.  IT IS IMPERATIVE TO HAVE THIS DONE AT TICKET DAY SO THAT I 
CAN ORDER AWARDS THE FOLLOWING WEEK
